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Saint Radegund and Her Religious Role in Poitiers:
A Reading in the Hagiographies during the Merovingian Era
(520-587 A.D.)
Abstract:

The research revolves around the famous ascetic queen and saint,
Radegund, who occupied a special place within the Merovingian court
during the second half of the Sixth Century AD. She was famous for
her piety, devotion to Christianity, and her strong association with the
Church. The research sheds light on her upbringing in the Kingdom of
Thuringia, how she moved to Gaul, the circumstances of her marriage
to King Chlothar, and the factors that prompted her to give up royal
life inside the palaces, dedicate herself to serving the Church, and we
get to know the system of her life is inside the monastery, and her
adopting of a method different from other saints in the life of piety
and asceticism. In addition to addressing the religious role that she
played in establishing religious institutions, and her place among the
saints of Europe in the Middle Ages. The research also aims to clarify
the role of Radegund in the field of collecting relics of saints. And her
success in obtaining the relics of the Holy Cross, and transferring it
from Constantinople to Poitiers. As well as monitoring her efforts to
consolidate its relationship with the Merovingian royal court and the
imperial court in Byzantium; in order to achieve her religious goals.
This is in addition to clarifying the role played by some clerics and
bishops in Gaul to support St. Radegund, and to protect the monastery
that was established in Poitiers. The research also monitors the dispute
that took place between her and Bishop Maroveus, Bishop of Poitiers
(565-594A.D.) over the relics. And indicating the causes and
consequences of dispute.
