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e Abstract:

This study aims to analyze public spending on the education and
health sector and its development since the beginning of the
implementation of poverty reduction programs in Ethiopia during
2001-2020, using the statistical analysis method to determine the
effectiveness of social public spending in developing the education and
health sector and to make greater benefit from reaching access to the
best use, as the economic theories explaining social public spending
confirmed that it contributes positively to economic growth, which
leads to an increase in the volume of employment, profits and
investment.

The study foundout that: 1- The share of spending on education
increased from 2,122 billion Ethiopian birr in 2001 to 108.225 billion
Ethiopian birr, and the highest percentage of public spending on
education in terms of GDP was 5.7% in 2017, then decreased to 5.1%
In 2018. the primary education stage witnessed an increase in the
construction of schools in Ethiopia from 11,780 thousand schools in
2001 to 35,98 thousand schools in 2021 by 205%, while the secondary
education schools increased from 424 schools since the beginning of
the study to 3,481 A thousand schools at the end of the study period
with a rate of 721%, as well as an increase in the number of teachers
and an increase in the overall enrollment rate for students in the
primary and secondary stages. However, primary education has
acquired the largest share of total public spending, due to the state’s
interest in primary education to achieve the goal of inclusive education
for all. 2- An increase in the share of spending on health from 783. One
billion Ethiopian birr to 30,305 billion Ethiopian birr, and the highest
percentage of public spending on health was 13% of the GDP in 2015,
then decreased to 7.7% in 2019.The government spending on health
care reached about 42.67% in 2001 of the total spending on health,
while the percentage of private spending was about 40.26 percent of the
total spending on health, then the percentage of private spending on
health rose and the highest percentage of government spending was
about 58.84 percent in 2014, this is due to the presence of pressure on
The government sector, in health centers and hospitals, due to waiting
periods to provide the required services.

The study recommended many recommendations, the most
important of which was activating the educational and health process,
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by giving a sufficient amount to the financial and administrative system
to exercise its competencies by taking the necessary decisions so that
the educational and health process can be activated appropriately in
Ethiopia, taking into account the reconsideration when preparing public
budgets in the state That There is a balance in the distribution of the
various items of expenditure on education and health.
