flowers from Holland and coffee from Switzerland tine share of
world exports in 2020. Kenya's export market petEn index
decreased compared to major trading partners; wiighires adopting
policies to support the competitiveness of exports.

3- The necessity of integrating macroeconomic pddicias price
competitiveness is not the only engine for the ghowf commodity
exports; which requires competitive policies forpexs that are
consistent with the industrial policy and integcatevith the
countries of the regional periphery.
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
