Abstract:

Language represents an important customary framework for
successful social communication for ordinary children and those with
special needs, who need special linguistic methods for communication,
which are suitable for them, in order to help them achieving the maximum
possible level of personal self-sufficiency, academic success, and
participation in the activities of daily life.

Therefore, they are loaded with strong emotional
connotations, that aim to influence the feelings of the listener, reader, or
viewer before his mind, and generate strong negative, or positive reaction in
him, which is more than the real literal meaning of those words, phrases, or
gestures.

The use of emotional language is an effective tool to influence human
emotions and feelings. Therefore, it can be used positively in many
educational, pedagogical and social situations for people with special needs.
Furthermore, there are many situations in which a teacher, or a specialist can
use emotional language within a climate where normal human relations and
atmosphere prevail. And with the psychological and social atmosphere that
are characterized by affection and empathy for children with special needs.
