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Civilized Interaction between Ancient Egyptian Thought and Plato.

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Abstract:

Egyptian civilization is one of the oldest civilizations known to man. And it
left an immortal legacy for all of humanity, after its effects were transmitted
to many parts of the world, especially to Greek, Who transferred to their
country many sciences, arts, cultures, and ideas of Egyptian origin, and
strong scientific, cultural, intellectual, and commercial relations were
strengthened between them and the Egyptians. Hence the importance of
our study of the civilized interaction between them, and in this regard we
focus on the role of ancient Egyptian thought in Greek philosophy,
especially according to Plato. It is well known that Plato visited Egypt and
spent a long time there, during which he learned about aspects of ancient
Egyptian thought, whether religious, moral, or social. Ancient Egyptian
thought had standards and foundations of topics, the most important of
which were: the nature of the human soul and its fate after death. This is
indicated by the Hermes Texts, the Pharaonic Book of the Dead, and other
sources.
