It also appeared through the research that vocal repetition only came about as a
result of contextual reasons and the requirements of its status, and the goal that lies
behind this is diversification in methods of expression and multiplicity in meaning
connotations, to fulfill the need for meaning according to context, as meanings have a
broader range than words, so repetition is needed.
