This article aims to shed Djehwty-hotep Il the Governor of the fifteenth
province of Upper Egypt during the reign of Senusret Il the study includes his
upbringing and education inside the royal palace, his ancestry and family. The study
also presents the various titles he held, illustrating his political, economic, religious,
and priestly roles. Additionally, it highlights the innovations that emerged during
Djehuti-hotep II's governance of the region, as well as the extent of his influence and
wealth, According to the archaeological evidence from his tomb (No. 2) in El Barsha,
along with many inscriptions and depictions attributed to him.
