Abstract: 

The research attempts to trace the different paths of the hero’s image 

in the novel “Baghl Al-Majali” by the creative Abdul Jawad Khafaji through 

the artistic construction of the novel and the formations of the creative vision 

in the novel, where the creative person conveys his vision through a tight 

construction and threads that may seem distant in the initial reading, but the 

recipient soon changes his direction; to see the strength of cohesion and the 

intertwining of threads and their integration in an artistic balance, which 

indicates a creative person who knows how to convey his vision to the 

recipient. The novel puts its hand on a realistic world, immersed in myths 

prevalent in the environment of the Upper Egyptian creator and in many 

environments similar to the environment of the novelist, through the image of 

a hero, who represents the focus of the work in the novel, as he is a hero 

different from the imaginary hero, as he is a "mule", a legendary, 

supernatural hero, who performs miracles, acts without speaking, through 

whom needs are fulfilled and worries are removed, he saves from calamities, 

and carries hidden powers that terrify his followers and enemies alike, as this 

hero is linked to an environment full of various crises, and extremely harsh 

living conditions, in addition to the spread of some diseases in the collective 

consciousness of groups from these environments, in an attempt to cling to a 

hero, whoever this hero is, as long as he alleviates their pain, and solves their 

intractable crises. The writer tried in his novelistic text, and through the 

various techniques that the research will address, to shed the light of 

literature on a reality full of inherited practices such as this is what we found 

our fathers doing; To make the recipient participate in the narrative text in the 

impact of these groups on society, in an attempt to reform these groups 

through an artistic form that combines the splendor and beauty of art and the 

sublimity of the creator’s social reform message. 
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
