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Abstract

The research is based on a study of 16 pieces of Seleucid coins, which represent part of a
collection of collectibles found at an excavation site in the ancient city of Babylon, where
pottery vessels containing a group of coins were found, including the coins under study. The
coins are silver coins whose affiliation varied between four of the Seleucid kings. There is
one piece for King Demetrius Il, ten pieces for Antiochus VIII, one piece for Antiochus IX,
one piece for Seleucus VI and three pieces for Antiochus X. The pieces are in good condition
and their presence inside the pottery helped preserve them until the time they were found.
The approach followed in the study is the comparative descriptive analytical approach, where
the coins were carefully described and then their artistic elements were analyzed to confirm
their history and thus clarify the most important technical and monetary characteristics of the
time period to which they belong, by making comparisons with similar currencies.
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
