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Abstract

The study seeks to monitor the point of view of Egyptian youth in
the factors affecting the ability of national pride letters to their
perception of social justice, and to identify the trends of Egyptian
youth about the role of electronic news sites in their perception of
social justice, and this study belongs to descriptive studies and
the study also relies on the media survey methodology, the
sample of the study was represented in a random sample
of(400) university youth, where a questionnaire form was applied
electronically to the sample, and the study: — The youth agreed
that "learning about the life circumstances that Egyptian society is
going through" was ranked first among the motives for exposure
to the national pride speech on electronic news sites by a
percentage weight (6.77%), followed by in the second order

'forming a knowledge stock about various achievements in
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society’ by a percentage weight(6.65%), came in the third order
because 'feeling reassured, safe and protected" by a percentage
weight (6.51%), came in the fourth order "increasing the sense of
responsibility towards the 6,50%). — The "personal characteristics
of the speaker' came at the forefront of the most important
reasons for the success of the national pride speech style in
achieving the desired goals from the point of view of Egyptian
youth, which came in the first place by(86.3%), followed by in
the second place by 'presenting models of national success and
achievement' by (85.4%), in the third place came 'defending and
praising successful government projects and programs' by a
percentage of (84.1%), in the fourth place was "discussing local,
regional and global issues" by (83.8%), and the proofs provided
by the words of the national pride speech " ranked fifth (81,1%).
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
