Research Abstract:

Dependency is one of the fundamental concepts in Islamic jurisprudence and Egyptian
law, as it forms the basis for many family-related rulings, including guardianship, alimony,
custody, lineage, and inheritance. In essence, dependency signifies the connection of an
individual to another in certain rulings, based on relationships such as kinship, marriage, or

other family ties.

In Islamic jurisprudence, dependency is based on legitimate principles derived from the
Qur’an, the Sunnah, scholarly consensus (jma’), and analogy (Qiyas). This concept is
evident in various issues, such as guardianship in marriage, the son's dependency on his
father in lineage, his adherence to his father’s religion, the wife's dependency on her
husband in leadership and obedience, and the child's dependency on the mother in
custody. This dependency aligns with the objectives of Sharia (Magqasid al-Sharia) in

achieving public welfare and maintaining family structure.

In Egyptian law, legislation has been influenced by Islamic jurisprudential principles,
but it has also adapted to legal and social developments, leading to modifications in some
jurisprudential rulings. These modifications aim to balance family protection with
individual rights. This is evident in several issues, such as restricting the guardian’s authority
in marrying oft a woman, setting a minimum age for marriage, raising the custody age, and

expanding the judiciary’s role in divorce and alimony cases.

This study aims to examine the concept of dependency in family rulings from the
perspective of Islamic jurisprudence and Egyptian law. It analyzes the extent to which
modern legal changes have influenced jurisprudential concepts by conducting an in-depth
review of key issues affected by the principle of dependency and comparing Islamic

jurisprudential opinions with modern Egyptian legislation.
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
