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Abstract:

This research deals with the burial chambers of two viziers of king
Unas from the late Fifth Dynasty, during Whose reign the pyramid Texts
began to appear. It is noteworthy that both viziers decorated their burial
chambers and placed them deep underground, Which illustrates the poor
political conditions of this period. Perhaps both of them wanted to secure
their coffins and ensure they had food and drink by depicting various

offerings on the walls of the burial chambers .
