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Abstract 
The research presents an attempt to study the dialogical imperative 

in the verses of good tidings and warning - as part of the pragmatic study - by 

studying the dialogic imperative among ancient Arab scholars such as: (Al-

Jahiz, Abd al-Qahir al-Jurjani, and al-Sakaki), We find that ancient Arab 

scholars recognized the concept of dialogic implication and employed it in 

their studies and writings, especially the study of issues of meaning and 

especially in the study of rhetorical sciences. However, they did not use the 

term dialogical implicature, and this is self-evident because the term only 

appeared at the hands of Paul Grice in modern linguistics. 

Then, the research presents a study of dialogical implicature in 

Western linguistics. It presents the term and its origins at the hands of Paul 

Grice, with a focus on highlighting its role in building the theory of dialogical 

imperative. It attempts to monitor some of the definitions of dialogical 

imperative, as well as the types of imperative according to Grice: traditional 

imperative and dialogic imperative. And highlighting Grace’s role in 

establishing the principle of cooperation and its rules: the rule of quantity, 

quality, relationship, and method. 

The research attempts the importance of dialogical engagement in 

pragmatic study, as dialogical engagement gains great importance in 

pragmatic study as an important analytical tool in pragmatic studies. Because 
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it reveals hidden dimensions in communication and contributes to a deep 

understanding of the mechanisms of dialogue and the roles of speakers and 

listeners, it helps in revealing implicit or indirect messages intended by the 

speaker, which may be necessary to deeply understand the text or discourse. 

Then the research explains the concept of dialogic imperative in the 

verses of glad tidings and warning, its patterns, and its importance in 

understanding the indirect meanings in the verses of glad tidings and 

warning. Then the research presents applied models of dialogic imperative in 

the constructional methods (question, command, prohibition) in the verses of 

glad tidings and warning in the Holy Qur’an. 
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
