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Abstract 

 

This research seeks; to study the semantic fields in large, medium 

and small groups and divisions in human words in the holy 

Qur’an; to identify the relationships, similarities and differences 
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between words that fall under a specific field, and to  identify the 

subtle distinctions and semantic difference between words that are 

similar in meaning. 

 

 The theory of semantic fields expresses a group of words that are 

close in meaning, or have a general link that unites them. This 

theory is based on organizing these words into categories, or fields 

that share a general link. According to this theory the meaning of 

a word can only be understood through understanding the group of 

words related to it semantically by arranging them into complete 

sectors. The word acquires its meaning from its relationship to the 

words closest to it. because a single word is the result of its 

relationship with other words within the lexical field. grouping 

words within the semantic field and distributing them reveals the 

lexical gaps that exist within the field, and shows the relationships 

between their meanings.
