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Abstract: Based on a comparative scientific approach, 
this research addresses the rulings regarding issues based on 
the principle of lifting hardship in the post-judgment phase 
in light of the Saudi Criminal Procedure System. The 
principle of lifting hardship is one of the essential principles 
of Islamic law, aimed at alleviating difficulties for people. 
The research includes an introduction, a preface, and three 
sections. The first section discusses the methods of 
appealing rulings, the second section addresses the strength 
of final judgments, while the third section explores the 
execution of judgments in criminal cases. The research 
concludes that the Saudi legislator has adopted this principle 
in matters related to the post-judgment phase, allowing 
those convicted to appeal criminal rulings through all 
legally provided methods, with the aim of attaining justice, 
correcting potential errors in judgments, and preventing 
harm to litigants resulting from court rulings. It also 
established that the force of final judgments is recognized to 
lift the hardship of ongoing disputes and instability of legal 
positions. However, it permits the court to defer or suspend 
execution for humanitarian considerations or substantial 

reasons that align with the spirit of justice
