Wooden statues underwent significant development during the New Kingdom, particularly in terms of
form and symbolic content, as they became closely associated with a range of rituals and offerings
imbued with religious meaning.
This study aims to examine wooden statues dedicated to kings and privates during the New Kingdom,
with a particular focus on the offerings presented to them and the analysis of their accompanying
symbols and underlying meanings. Furthermore, the research seeks to explore the religious and social
contexts in which these statues emerged, and to assess their role in expressing beliefs related to the
afterlife and the concept of immortality.
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
