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Abstract
The current study aimed to develop and validate a scale for measuring

perceived social support among secondary school students in general education,
and to examine its psychometric properties. The scale was constructed based on
theoretical frameworks and previous studies, and comprised three dimensions:
belonging support, appraisal support, and informational support, with a total of 17
items. The scale was administered to a sample of 203 secondary school students.
The results indicated high levels of internal consistency, with exploratory and
confirmatory factors analyses yielding ideal indicator values. The scale also
demonstrated high reliability, with Cronbach’s Alpha coefficient of 0.93 for the
overall scale. Quartiles were calculated and proposed as normative benchmarks for
interpreting raw scores.
