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Abstract

The current research aims to study the psychometric properties of
the Peer Pressure Scale for Adolescents. The study sample consisted of
(221) adolescents, (70) males and (151) females, ranging in age from
(12-18) years. The results were verified using item validity (internal
consistency) and structural validity of the Peer Pressure Scale using
confirmatory factor analysis, which resulted in three factors (perceived
status among peers, loyalty to parents, and behavior at school).
Reliability was verified using Cronbach's Alpha and the split-half
method for the scale's dimensions and the whole scale.
