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American Women and the International Peace Movement (1915-1919)

ABSTRACT

The current research aims to shed light on the stance of American
women regarding World War | and their role in establishing the first
independent women's peace organization, the "Woman’s Peace Party" (1915),
which historians consider the beginning of the Women's Peace Movement. The
study examines the motives behind the establishment of this organization, as
well as the international organization that emerged from it, the "Women's
International League for Peace and Freedom”, and explores the goals that
women sought to achieve through these organizations, along with the activities
they carried out to oppose the war and promote peace.

Additionally, the research discusses the challenges faced by women
activists in this field, whether from society or the U.S. government, and the
reactions to their peace efforts. The study also highlights the pioneering role
played by prominent female figures in the party, such as Jane Addams, and the
impact this movement had on feminist and peace activism in the United States
throughout the twentieth century.
