Jewish Usurious Transactions And Their Impact
On The Expulsions From England And France

Abstract:

The study aims to shed light on the usurious transactions practiced by the Jews in
England and France during the period between 1100-1306 AD, and showed how
the Jews were able to reach this economic power and control the European
economy in some time periods, until they were excluded from England and France.
In the beginning, the Jews worked in the profession of trade, which generated huge
profits for them It enabled them to practice usury after their exclusion from
commercial activity at the end of the eleventh century AD, especially since they
were not obligated to follow Christian teachings that absolutely prohibited usury.
With the development of the European economy and the flourishing of trade during
the twelfth and thirteenth centuries AD, the urgent need for money to finance
various projects emerged. Kings, princes, merchants, and even monasteries were
forced to borrow from the Jews in exchange for the benefit of "usury." At the same
time, taxes were imposed on them in exchange for their protection and facilitation
of their work, so they became a major source of income for the royal treasury that
could not be dispensed with .

Over time, interest rates on loans rose, leading to an escalation of popular hostility
towards Jews. The Western Church held a number of church councils to condemn
the practice of usury. The French King Louis IX (1226-1270 AD) issued a decision
banning the practice of usury by Jews in his kingdom in 1254 AD, followed by the
English King Edward I (1272-1307 AD), who also decided to ban Jewish usury in
his country in 1275 AD He allowed the Jews to work in trade and other crafts, but
his decision was not implemented, so he issued another decision to expel them in
1290 AD. Sixteen years later, King Philip IV (1285-1314 AD) issued a decision to
confiscate the Jews' money and expel them from France in 1306 AD.
