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Abstract:

This study examines the Iranian Constitutional Revolution (1906-1911) as a
crucial turning point in modern Iranian history. It was the first serious attempt to curb
Qajar absolutism and establish a constitutional system grounded in parliamentary
representation and popular participation. The research argues that the revolution

resulted from a complex interplay of internal factors—political, economic, and social
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crises—and external pressures, notably Russian and British interference as well as
global reformist ideas. It also traces the revolution’s trajectory from the adoption of the
constitution and the establishment of the National Consultative Assembly in 1906 to
the confrontation between Mohammad Ali Shah and parliament, which highlighted the
fundamental struggle between royal autocracy and constitutional reformism. Employing
a historical-analytical and comparative critical approach, the study seeks to clarify the
revolution’s outcomes and its impact on reshaping Iranian political and social thought
at the beginning of the twentieth century.
