He fought for power and
personal gain. He managed to build a network of strong
relationships with princes and high-ranking officials in England,
using his wealth as was customary among nobles in this period.
However, the end was tragic; those who adopted a 'killer identity'
like Richard Neville, the Earl of Warwick, often met a fatal end.
