ABSTRACT

This research focuses on analyzing the central issue of the dual and ambiguous nature of borders
in the context of cross-border spatial planning and how these borders can be transformed from
dividing lines or physical and invisible barriers into a resource and opportunity for sustainable
regional development. The primary objective of cross-border spatial planning is to achieve
sustainable regional integration and to support and develop cross-border cooperation. The research
clarifies the dual nature of borders, analyzes borders as barriers and resources, and discusses border
coding strategies and the conceptual dimensions of borders, elements of regional cooperation, the
structure of cross-border cooperation, and the relationship between sustainable development and
regional development dimensions, and cross-border spatial planning, including its challenges and
specificities and the role of border cities in promoting regional development.
