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The Role of the treacherous Elite in Prolonging the
Omani-Portuguese Conflict in East Africa
1652- 1698

Abstract: By 1620 the Portuguese had virtually
wrecked Arabian maritime trade on the Indian Ocean and
with the shifting of trade routes away from the Peninsula,
in addition to other factors, the area became engulfed in a
grave economic crisis. The Omani people responded to this
challenge by vigorously (and finally successfully)
combating Portuguese encroachment and restoring their
traditional role as maritime traders in the Indian Ocean.
This encouraged the people of the East Africa coast to seek
assistance from the Omanis to get rid of the Portuguese and
the monopolistic policy.

The liberation of the East African coasts by the Omanis
cames as a response to the bond of religion and the original
historical roots of the Arab presence in this region, as well
as to liberalize and secure trade . Only the elite who
collaborated with the occupiers benefited from the
Portuguese and helped them to obstruct the Omani progress
to liberate the East African coast.

The paper is based on three determinants. The first is
the implications of subjecting trade in East Africa to the
full control of Portugal and following the messages and
messages sent by East African coasters to seek help from
the imams of Amman. The second determinant addresses
the role of the pro-Portuguese elite in prolonging the
Omani-Portuguese conflict in East Africa. The third
determinant discusses the role of East African coast people
during the research period in cooperating with the Omani
forces to expel the Portuguese, liberating the land, water
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and trade from their monopolists, who harmed the interests
of the various actors - old and new - benefiting from the
Indian ocean trade.

This study is an effort to look at the history of part of
Africa and to show that in a different historical framework
the area and its people did play an important role in the
continuous drama of world, Especially in this crucial
century of the history of the interactions of Omani-
Portuguese relations in East Africa.
