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Abstract :

Cluttering disorder is considered one of speech and language
disorders that has not been taken into consideration and that has
not cast research interest in the Arab World whether theoretically
or empirically. On the international level, there is little research
concerning that disorder. Consequently, there is no specific definition
for that disorder till now, and there are no diagnostic criteria for it
as well. Accordingly, the current study aimed to shed the light on
cluttering disorder in terms of the definition, prevalence, causes,
diagnosis, differential diagnosis between cluttering disorder and
other similar disorders, symptoms, characteristics, levels, the
objectives and strategies of treatment and the remedial strategies of
cluttering disorder comorbid with stuttering.
