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Abstract:

The Present study aimed to identify the social communication

skills and self-esteem predictors of the quality of life perceived

in adolescents deaf, and whether there was a correlation between
quality of life and social communication skills and self-esteem, and
are their differences between male and female adolescents deaf in
these variables the three, and is suitable These variables predictors
of the quality of life perceived by adolescents Deaf, The study was
conducted on a sample of (140) students from adolescents deaf high

school, was preparing tools for the study fit this category, namely (a

measure of social communication skills, a measure of self-esteem,

and the measure of quality of life adolescent Deaf), was used
descriptive analytical method, have shown the results of the study
include:

1. There is a positive correlation between social communication
skills and the perceived quality of life in adolescents Deaf.

2. There is a positive correlation between self-esteem and quality
of life in adolescents perceived the deaf .

3. The presence of statistically significant differences between the
deaf adolescents on measures of quality of life and self-esteem
and communication skills by variable sex.

4. predictability of quality of life through communication skills and

self-esteem among adolescents deaf .
