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Abstract:

Previous studies state that shapes of funerary pottery of the Middle Kingdom mimicked those of
the Early Dynastic. Published literature, however, has not yet explored this particular
phenomenon beyond Pyramid Ware and mainly focusing on the Old Kingdom. Determining the
historic dimensions, the paper presented here listed pottery types showing this retrospect
approach. Revival of Early Dynastic pottery extended to Predynastic pottery types. Furthermore,
the use of the Pre-and Early Dynastic Nile A fabric was recorded in the late Middle Kingdom.
This is in addition to meaning and function of decorations known from Petrie’s C-Class pottery
vessels dating to the same period. Beyond pots, the appearance of pottery soul-houses in the
Middle Kingdom harked back to model pottery houses of the Predynastic. The study concluded

that the revival of pottery from Pre-and Early Dynastic Egypt was also likely used in cult rituals.
