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Abstract

This study aimed to shed light on the reality of the security situation
in the Latin American region. Although Latin America is relatively peaceful
in terms of relations between states, it is one of the most violent regions in the
world, facing a range of non-military security threats, chief among them
organized crime, international terrorism, epidemic threats, and other threats.
The study then focuses on studying the nature of the security threats facing
