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Abstract

South Korea is known for its ethnic and cultural homogeneity, where national belonging and pride
remain strong, However, recently Korea has been witnessing remarkable demographic and social
transformations, as aresult of immigration and international marriages phenomena. Such transformations
have led to its transition to a multiethnic polyculture society. This has not been accepted by the Koreans,
due to their firm belief in the homogeneity of their society and the superiority of their cultures, which led
immigrants to suffer from discrimination and racism. Hence, the Korean government has endeavored
to develop plans and policies to deal with the repercussions of the multiculturalism phenomena on the
Korean society.

In this context, the study seeks to identify the most prominent government plans to deal with pluralism.
This study is based on a systems-analysis approach, to identify how the Korean government is
responding to demographic shifts in the Korean society, and it concluded that the Korean government
should undertake broader and more effective actions to convince Koreans to accept cultural diversity in
the society. The government is still facing a major challenge, which is dismantling the prevailing values
and social systems in the Korean society, in order to have the Koreans respect the cultural differences
of immigrants and foreigners, and learn to better appreciate the different cultures.

To realize this objective, the study addresses a number of axes, starting with an introduction, then
referring to the homogeneity of the Korean society, addressing the most prominent factors that
contributed to Korea's multiculturalism, the policies the state has pursued to achieve social integration
of immigrants, and the shortcomings of those policies. Finally, the study ends with the conclusion.
