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Abstract :

This paper examines a collection of silver coins related to the Tetra drachms
Denomination, preserved recently in Kafr El-Sheikh Museum, which was inaugurated on 31/10/
2020. The collection consisted of 431 pieces and was transmitted to the museum from the store
of Tell Al-Fara’in where it was registered with the number 9 in the confiscated and lawsuits
register. Only ten coins out of this collection were selected for the study, all of which were dated
tirstly to King Ptolemy (IX) Soter II, who ruled Egypt for the first time from 116 to 107 BC with
his mother, Cleopatra II. The second collection dated to King Ptolemy X, who was well-known
as Alexander I with his mother Cleopatra III (107-101 BC). Finally, a collection dated to King

Ptolemy X, who ruled alone from 101 to 88 BC. This period was characterized by interference
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and complexity between the patterns of coins and the years of their issuance as a result of their
magnificent resemblance. This study investigates their informative data and their displaying
the approximate weight in grams and diameter after comparing them to the pieces listed in
other catalogs. It depends on the descriptive, analytical and comparative approach. While the
head of King Ptolemy I Soter appeared on the obverse of the coins, an eagle standing on the
thunderbolt appeared on the reverse. The two abbreviated letters IIA engraved on the right
side, signifying the mint of Paphos in Cyprus. The paper analyzes the appearance of that mark

on the Alexandrian versions of coins at that time
