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Developing Tourism Awareness with Learning Difficulties Students in Basic Education
Schools in Egypt.

Abstract:

During the first five months of 2022, the global tourism sector witnessed a recovery of about
46% before the Corona pandemic (UNWTO.2022), and this was reflected on the tourism
industry in Egypt, as the number of tourists visiting Egypt in 2021 reached about 7.6 million
tourists, with an average number of tourist nights amounting to About 10.3 million tourist
nights, and total tourism revenues amounted to about 13 billion US dollars, an increase of about
195.5% over 2020, which achieved about 4.4 billion US dollars, and the total number of tourists
reached about 3.5 million tourists (SIS, 2022). In view of the fact that tourism awareness is a
basic pillar of the development of tourist communities and an important necessity to achieve
the goals of tourism development in the country, and considering that basic education is the
main tool for achieving the prosperity of society and achieving the goals of spreading tourism
awareness. It can be overlooked or ignored to achieve what we call the evil of tourism
awareness among school students, especially with the increase in the number of integrated
students to reach (108224) male and female students distributed among (19005) schools
nationwide for the year 2020/2021 compared to (17229) male and female students for the year
2016. /2017 (SIS ,2021). This research aims to develop tourism awareness for students of
integration in basic education schools by studying the concepts of tourism awareness and
academic integration and identifying the requirements and needs to achieve this as an entry
point for spreading tourism awareness. Several results were reached, the most important of
which is the need for schools where there are integration students to appoint teachers
specialized in special education and trained to deal with integration students in regular schools,
then recommendations have been developed that can contribute to the development of tourism
awareness for integration students.
