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The issue of women's participation in political work is
one of the most important issues of great importance. This
issue has become increasingly raised on a number of levels.
On the one hand, it is raised in the context of activating the
political participation of citizens in general, and on the
other hand, women's political participation is being raised
as part of the global international discourse on women's
rights. In addition, the participation of women in political
life is subject to the conditions of the society in which they
live, and the degree of this participation depends on the
amount of freedom and democracy that the society enjoys
from a political point of view, and on what the society
grants of social freedoms for women to exercise this role.
Therefore, it is not possible to discuss women's political
participation in isolation from the social and political
conditions that society is going through.

The researcher chose to present the political
participation of women in the different eras, and | divided
the research into three sections, through which we will
present the effective role of women in general through
those eras.
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
