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Abstract: 

      The kindergarten stage is one of the most important stages in a 

person’s life, and it greatly affects his life, behaviors, and attitudes 

in dealing with others in the stages that follow, where the 

formation of the child’s personality begins and its features are 

drawn to mature more.  disability and give them a degree of care 

and attention to integrate into the society around them and 

enhance their educational rights.
