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Canada’s Position on the Cuban Missile Crisis
(October— November 1962)
Abstract

The present paper investigates Canada’s attitude towards the
Cuban missile crisis during the period between October 22" and
November 20" 1962, during which time the Cold War-related
conflict between the United States and the Soviet Union
culminated and was finally settled with a successful conclusion
of negotiations. In this respect, the current research is an attempt
at scrutinizing and analyzing the Canadian political and military
position during this period in light of the Canadian documents.
The study concluded that Canada’s position underwent two
major phases; The first phase lasted for four days, the period
during which the Canadian Government carefully examined the
political and legal situation in such a way as to make its decisions
compatible with its general policies as well as the international
laws. The second phase lasted throughout the remaining twenty-
six days of the crisis, during which time the Canadian stance was
politically and militarily supportive of the United States more
explicitly and openly. Further, the study revealed that the
Canadian position on this crisis was equally balanced and
consistent with the Canadian policy towards Cuba, and that the
Canadian Government had taken this stance in order to stress the
independence of the Canadian political decision on the one hand,
and non-subordination to the American domination, on the other
hand.
