Lollardy is a Religious and Social Movement that
appeared in England during the Fourteenth and Fifteenth
Centuries, and its Followers were Famous for their
Opposition to the Church and Strictness in Religious and
Social Teachings.

Important Events of Lollardy in England. Sir John Oldcastle
is considered a leader of the Movement.
