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Abstract:

This study aimed to recognize the role of social media in modifying
the relationship strength between perceived body image and self-
respect, it aimed also to recognize the differences between male
and female university students in the study variables. Subject: The
study included (833) of university students, (438) males, and (395)
females who ranged in age from (18-24) years. A measure of
social media use, perceived body image and self-esteem
measures were applied on them. Results: The results of the study
showed that social media use is modifying the relationship
between perceived body image and self-respect. It also pointed
out that were no differences between males and females of
university in students in the variables of the study.
