In Dendera: It was founded inscription to him datesback to
Ptolemaic period and was written on it (He saw his father
Irrnifgsif).

In Abydos: In the temple of Seti | in the Osiris Hall with ten
columns on the eastern wall: King Seti | is seen offering wine
to a god in form of a mummy whose name is recorded:
Irrnifgsif which means the maker of his name himself, and
Seti | is depicted in two forms, one large and the other small,
the headdress is worn and on his forehead is a small royal
cobra, he is wearing the royal kilt Shindit, and stands God
Irrnifgsif with a divine beard.

Secondly : Osirangti

In Abydos: his name means Osir belonging to the region of
Anjat, which is the region for which the city of Gedo is the
capital, King Seti | burns incense in front of Osirangti, and
Osirangti holds in his right hand stick and in the left hand life
symbol .
