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Abstract

The research problem was identified in the lack of social studies curricula in
grades (1-3) in the primary stage in Egypt. The aim of the research was to build a
suggested framework for social studies curricula for grades (1-3) in the primary
stage in Egypt in light of contemporary global experiences. The descriptive
approach was used in Preparing a theoretical background on some contemporary
and successful global experiences in teaching social studies in grades 1-3 in the
primary stage, and preparing a proposed framework for the social studies curricula
that includes (15) study units, with (5) units for each grade level (1-3) At the
primary stage, each unit in each grade includes (3) or (4) lessons for a total of (48)
lessons. Each lesson includes a number of topics, concepts, skills and basic values
for social studies, and the preparation of a questionnaire to poll specialists in the
suggested framework for curricula. Social studies for grades 1-3 in the primary
stage, and the questionnaire was applied to a sample of (12) faculty members and
experts in curricula and methods of teaching social studies. The relative weights

of the research sample opinions reached between (1.66: 2) and indicate The

suitability of the proposed framework for social studies curricula for grades 1-3 in
the primary stage in light of contemporary global experiences.
