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Summary:

The study aimed to test the effectiveness of using Promoting
Alternative Thinking Strategies in developing Emotional competence
among deaf children. The study sample consisted of (5) deaf children,
aged (10-12) years, with a hearing loss rate ranging (70-90). decibels,
with an 1Q score of (90), who obtained the lowest score on the two
dimensions of  Emotional competence (self awareness and self
management); The program was implemented in one of the halls at Al-
Amal School for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing in Benha, and the
application period lasted for three months during the second semester of
the year 2021/2022. The results indicated that there were statistically
significant differences between the mean scores of deaf children in
the two measurements, pre and post on the Emotional competence
scale, in favor of the post measurement, and that there were no
statistically significant differences between the mean scores of deaf
children in the post and follow-up measurements on the Emotional
competence scale.
