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Abstract

The aim of the research is to shed light on the history of Dalma Island
during the first half of the twentieth century in the light of British
documents in addition to some other references such as Lorimer, the
Encyclopedia of Arabia, and the US Navy to identify the extent of the
historical, cultural and economic importance of Dalma Island during
that period. It is based on the descriptive and analytical historical
approach, which is based on presenting events, dealing with them with
explanation and analysis, and documenting them with historical facts,
in a logical sequence of events, relying on contemporary sources,
taking into account the diversity of available Arab and foreign
sources.
