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Abstract

The research aimed to: build a measure of teachers’
attitudes toward professional performance, and verify the
psychometric properties of the measure among male and female
teachers at the primary, middle, and secondary stages in Aswan
Governorate. The correlational descriptive approach was used,
and the psychometric properties of the measure were verified in
terms of the validity and reliability of the measure, and to verify
To ensure the validity of the scale, exploratory factor analysis
and confirmatory factor analysis were used. To verify the
stability of the scale, the following methods were used: the
Cronbach’s alpha method, the split-half method, and the internal
consistency of the scale. A random sample of (216) male and
female teachers from the primary, middle, and secondary stages
was selected. The researcher used teachers’ attitudes toward
professional performance (prepared by the researcher). The most
important results of the research indicated the validity of the
scale for use in its final form. The scale also enjoyed a high level
of validity and reliability. The scale consisted of (34) statements,
distributed over (4) dimensions, namely: performance-related
With implementation, which consists of (9) phrases, performance
related to planning, which consists of (8) phrases, performance
related to evaluation, which consists of (8) phrases, and
performance related to student relations, which consists of (9)
phrases.
