This papyrus seems to be complete. It consists of 14 lines. In spite of the
fact that all the margins have been preserved the upper one suffers mutilation.
The right-hand margins 0.8-cm, the Left -hand margins 1.4 cm. The lower one
is 1.6 cm; while the upper margins 2.6 cm.

The document a list of names of various people
followed by payments in artabae. The document is docketed

by signature of OV'€TT106 Zwihog EENYTNC.

The document dates back to the 3rd cent AD. Date is mentioned in line
14 (the 20th of Tybi = 15 January) without any mention to the year i.e. there is
no emperor or ruler at all is mentioned but in accordance with the paleographic!
Grounds' the text would have dated back to the 3rd AD. See, P.Wisco. 11,
